This special summer workshop takes place in Central Italy and t he participants 

will have the unique possibility to sketch, draw and paint in an area that  includes 
what was once the land of the ancient and intriguing Etruscan civilization.  

The course  will focus on observation of the landscape as well as on the 
architectural and historical richness offered by these locations. A great deal of 

attention will b e given to the creative interpretation of nature, architectural 
details and historical sites. Color theory and line, form and proportions will be 

stud ied, all based on observation. Particular emphasis will be given to the 
interplay of light and color as ke y elements in a paintingôs mood. 

 
The participants will be based at the LdM School in Tuscania and, when not on 

site, classes will be held here. Tuscania is an ancient Etruscan hill town nearby 
the seaside, and the close  cities and ancient towns of Tuscani a, Tarquinia, 

Orvieto, Civita di Bagnoregio, the Bolsena Lake  and eventually Rome will become 
the ideal field locations for this exciting experience.

Method  and Outcomes  
The method will consist of practical field work, direct observation, theoretical lectures, 

museum visits as well as participant and instructor interaction. The participants will 
work on painting assignments that will be critically reviewed by the instructor. A course 

outline will be given to each participant at the beginning of the course.  
The objective of this course is to achieve technical and personal means of expression 
through drawing and painting techniques , utilizing what the area of Etruria and Rome can 

offer individually to each participant. 
The purpose of the course is to give each 

participant the possibility of expanding 
his or her artistic and overall cultural 
world through the study of open air oil 

painting techniques. This workshop 
offers historical, cultural and artistic 

enrichment by strengthening each 
participantôs level of observation, 
inter pretation and critical ability so as 

to enhance personal expression.  
 

 

Prerequisites and Requirements  
The course is for participants of all levels. Minimum drawing and/or painting ability 
required.  
A positive attitude to walking  and being outdoors is necessary, since walks and outdoor 

sessions of up to 6 hours will be scheduled during the week in the countryside or in 
ancient city/towns.  

 

Equipment  and Materials  
Each student will be provided with the necessary painting equipment ( LeFranc & 
Bourgeois and/or Winsor and Newton  oil colors, oil and solvents, ink and pencils, 
brushes, pre -stretched canvas etc) for which a separate lab fee is required  (paid upon 

arrival) .  
Each participant is responsible for additional 

required personal equipment, s uch as:  
�x strong and comfortable walking shoes/hiking 

boots  

�x a sturdy backpack or shoulder bag to carry 

your equipment . 

�x a painting apron  

�x a few cotton rag  

�x a swimsuit  

�x sunscreen  lotion  

�x a hat  

�x a light sweater and/or jacket for cool evenings
